thing. As said by the chairman, "one country two systems", "Hong Kong people
running Hong Kong" with a high degree of autonomy and "no change in 50
years', all give good consideration to Hong Kong's "local" circumstances.

'l believe the vast majority of Hong Kong compatriots have their answers in
mind,"the chairman pointed out.

Indeed, whether "Hong Kong independence'violates the original aspiration for
‘one country two systems', whether this is a fortune or a misfortune for Hong
Kong, the absolute majority of Hong Kong people already know the score and
have the answer in mind. That is, "Hong Kong independence" absolutely
violates"one country two systems', and "Hong Kong independence'is surely a
misfortune instead of a fortune for Hong Kong people. The answer is clear—cut.

Chairman Zhang Dejiang went on to talk about the issue of the rule of law. The
chairman pointed out: the rule of law is one of Hong Kong society's core values,
a corner stone for social stability, and the bottom line for freedom. Everyone is
equal before the law, no one can place himself above the law, and no law
breaker can escape legal punishment with any excuse. The chairman said, "It is
hoped that the SAR Government and Judiciary truly fulfill their sacred duty of
safeguarding the rule of law to strictly enforce the law and fairly administer
justice. Absolutely no law-breaking behaviour should be tolerated and
connived. All social sectors should also severely condemn any behaviour
challenging the bottom line of the rule of law."

On the issue of the rule of law, Hong Kong people also "know the score".

more than one years, personages from various sectors and vast majority of
citizens all insist on dealing with them in accordance with the law. Citizens feel
it hard to understand and dissatisfied that in some cases of violently attacking
and damaging facilities of the Central Government Offices and the Legislative
Council (Legco) building, the defendants were only punished with "community
service orders'".

Likewise, right now,"Hong Kong independence"elements begins to rise and
run rampant in words and deed, openly claiming that Hong Kong is
a'nation"and Hong Kong wants to be established as a country.And they even
want to run a so-called 'referendum for self-determination” in the Legco
election in September.Various social sector are deeply worried with this and
demand to stop them in accordance with the law. However, some people have
gone so far as to stand for "Hong Kong independence'under the disguise of
laws, asserting that "Hong Kong independence'remains in speech only without
any action, and no one can be incriminated for speaking out. They also talk
nonsense saying "self—determination by Hong Kong people'may'not necessarily
violate the Basic Law". Their arrogance is really unbridled.

In this regard, Chairman Zhang Dejiang's reminder must be given keen
attention by the SAR Government and the Judiciary. Administration of justice
must be fair and strict. Any behaviour which obviously violates laws must not
be tolerated and connived by giving light punishment. At the same time,
regarding the fallacies of "self—determination" and "Hong Kong independence”,
authorities must deal with them in according with the law on the one hand, and
on the other hand all social sectors and citizens must make all efforts to fight
against and severely condemn them. Separatist and splittist elements must not
let to grow unchecked to eventually cause harm to Hong Kong and the country.
