Tourism is mentioned 46 times in the
newly—unveiled Outline Development Plan
for the Guangdong-Hong Kong—Macao
Greater Bay Area (Outline Development
Plan), which also sets "a quality living circle
for living, working and travelling" as one of
the five Strategic Positionings for the
Greater Bay Area. Tourism specialists point
out that the three places of Guangdong,
Hong Kong and Macao have rich marine
resources and strong complementarity
with each other. As such they could interact
centering on ‘water" such as jointly
developing "water'-related coastal tourism,
cruise and yacht tourism. Relying on its
advantage of being an internationally known
airport and seaport, Hong Kong could
promote two way flows of domestic and
overseas tourists in the Greater Bay Area,
and gradually turn itself into an

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Housing to be built on golf course, expected
to be ready for in—take in 2028

Housing demand is strong in Hong Kong.
Secretary for Development Michael Wong Wai-lun
wrote on his blog yesterday to further reveal the
timetable for housing development on the 32
hectares of land taken back from the Fan Ling golf
course. If everything goes smoothly, according to
Secretary Wong, a feasibility study on the
development could hopefully be completed at or
before the beginning of 2021. Afterwards, it will go
through the urban planning procedure and fund
application from the Legislative Council (Legco).
Construction could start in 2024 the soonest, and
four or five years later, some units could be ready to
take in.

Michael Wong disclosed that the government
had given full consideration to and made assessment
of the situation before announcing the partial
development plan. He described that taking back land
from the golf course "is not an easy decision’, adding
that "you cannot have your cake and eat it" and
the government, being responsible, had already
made careful and prudent assessment and evaluation
to achieve a balance in accord with the best public
