The Hong Kong National Security Law has
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Serious violence and
riots since June 2019

Since June 2019, there was a spate
of law-breaking acts advocating
"Hong Kong independence" and
violent  destruction across the
territory.

Rioters wantonly vandalised shops,
MTR stations and other public
facilities, hurled a large number of
petrol bombs, set fires, stormed
and trashed the Legislative Council
building, damaged Government
premises, as well as wilfully assaulted
people holding different views.
Interference by foreign forces was
severe, with certain individuals begging
for foreign sanctions against China
and the HKSAR. Scores of saboteurs
attempted "mutual destruction”, with
the intention of "jumping off the cliff"
with Hong Kong. Some even plotted
subversion against State power,
posing dire threats to national security.
With the "One Country, Two Systems"
principle being seriously challenged,
the situation in Hong Kong evolved
to such a state that the Central
Government had no alternative but
to step in and take action.
