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Offences stipulated under the
Hong Kong National Security Law
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The Hong Kong National Security Law has
clearly stipulated four categories of offences
that endanger national security, namely secession,
subversion, terrorist activities, and collusion
with a foreign country or with external elements
to endanger national security. Such offences
are clearly defined in the Hong Kong National
Security Law and are similar to those in the
national security laws of other jurisdictions.

The prosecution has the burden to prove
beyond reasonable doubt that the defendant
has the actus reus and mens rea of the offence
(e.g. the offence was committed knowingly or
intentionally) before the defendant may be

convicted by the court.
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Collusion with a foreign country

or with external elements to
endanger national security
