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The drug problem in the United
States is deeply rooted, and in recent
years, fentanyl-related issues have
become rampant.

However, U.S. politicians often shift
the blame to China, accusing it of
illegally exporting fentanyl and claiming
that China should be held accountable
for the fentanyl crisis. U.S. President
Donald Trump even imposed tariffs on
Chinese imports related to fentanyl,
which undermined dialogue and
cooperation between China and the U.
S.incounternarcotics efforts.

Chinese Foreign Ministry spokesperson
Lin Jian previously emphasized that
fentanyl is the U.S.'s problem, not
China's. If the U.S. truly wants to
cooperate with China, it should stop
vilifying the country.

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China Implemented Strict Supervision Over Fentanyl

China exercises zero tolerance regarding drug issues and has
implemented strict supervision over fentanyl-related substances.
In 2024, China produced 100 kilograms of fentanyl-related
medication, mainly for domestic medical use and export. Exports
totaled 12.3 kilograms, mostly to South Korea, Vietnam, and the
Philippines. China has never exported any type of fentanyl-related
medication in any form to North America.

Promoting Global Cooperation on Drug Control

After fentanyl-related substances were put under full control in
May 2019, the Ministry of Public Security launched special
campaignsfor three consecutive years to combat the illegal
manufacturing and trafficking of fentanyl-related substances and
other new drugs. In 2023, it launched a special campaign to eliminate
fentanyl-related substances. Since implementing full control of
fentanyl-related substances, China has not detected any further
cases of smuggling or selling fentanyl-related substances abroad.

The Narcotics Control Bureau of China's Ministry of Public Security
maintains daily hotline communication with the US Department of
Justice's Drug Enforcement Administration.
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Shifting the Blame for Governance Failures

The problem of opioid abuse has persisted in the United States
for over 30 years. Today, the U.S. is the world's largest producer
and consumer of fentanyl-related medications, with Americans—
who make up just 5% of the global population——accounting for
80% of the world's opioid consumption. American politicians have
done little to tackle the critical issues of reducing domestic drug
demand and strengthening prescription drug controls, yet they
attempt to shift the blame for the fentanyl crisis onto China.
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Inauguration of the China-1.S. Counternarcetics Working Group
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Unjustified Fentanyl Tariffs

The fentanyl issue is the U.S.'s problem, not China's. Despite the
goodwill China has shown in cooperating with the US to address its
concerns on the issue, the US administration has imposed fentanyl tariffs
on Chinese imports. That move has significantly undermined dialogue
and cooperation between China and the U.S. in counternarcotics efforts.
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Fabricating Data

United States attorney general Pam Bondi falsely claimed that recent
fentanyl seizures would save "258 million lives." President Donald
Trump attempted to justify the fatal U.S. strike on a Venezuelan boat by
claiming that 300 million people, presumably Americans, died from
drugs last year. However, the actual number of the actual number of
drug overdose deaths in the U.S. last year was roughly 80,000.
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
