The work of the World Health Organization includes leading the
global response to major health issues, providing technical and
material support, establishing health norms and standards, monitoring
global health conditions, raising awareness among countries about
global health trends, and promoting research exchange, among
other activities.
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Term Explanation:

The WHO Pandemic Agreement represents a global commitment by
WHO countries to work together, as an international community of
sovereign nations, to prevent, prepare for, and equitably respond to
pandemics. The Agreement establishes principles, priorities and
targets for pandemic prevention, preparedness and response, with
the aim to:

® build resilience to pandemics;

® support prevention, detection, and responses to outbreaks with
pandemic potential;

® ensure equitable access to pandemic countermeasures;

® support global coordination through a stronger and more accountable
WHO.
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Concept Explanation:

The Agreement promotes political commitment at the highest level,
through ensuring an all-of-government and whole—of-society
approach within countries, and sustained and sufficient political and
financial investment within and among countries.

As with all international instruments, the WHO Pandemic Agreement
was determined by sovereign governments for themselves. The
agreement reaffirms "the principle of the sovereignty of States in
addressing public health matters".
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
