its while covering the development of ethnic minori-
ties youth as well.
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The Guangdong-HK-Macao Greater Bay Area
has been developing rapidly since the promulgation
of the Outline Development Plan for the GBA. As
the only common law jurisdiction within the coun-
try, HK can utilize the unique advantages under
the "one country, two systems and three jurisdic-
tions" in the GBA. I know that JPC will offer
youth exchange opportunity in the GBA to let par-

ticipants gain first-hand experience of the opportu-
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nities in the GBA.
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Today, we have our honor to invite Mr. Ray-
mond Siu, the Commissioner of Police of HK Po-
lice Force, to tell us how the police force pro-
vides policy and resource support to youth
engagement work, and to nurture quality
talents for the force.
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Raymond, as you know that Mr. Chen Dong,
the Deputy Director of the Liaison Office of the
CPG in HK, earlier visited the JPC, the Junior Po-
lice Call in HK, and mentioned in particular that
the JPC has a history of nearly 50 years, and he
has trained over a million people already. So it has
played a very important role on enhancing the rule
of law awareness, the national identity and the pa-
triotic spirit of all the members. Can you tell us
more about the operation of the JPC?

=&  Basically, the Junior Police Call was estab-
lished in 1974, its mission is to nurture fight-crime
partners and also future leaders. Within the JPC
currently, we have around 170,000 members. Al-
though not all of them are active, but we still have
a lot of members. Within the JPC in fact, we also

have the JPC CAB. What we call CAB is
the Central Advisory Committee. The Cen-

tral Advisory Committee comprises of people like
cross-section of police officers. And apart from
that, we have also invited community leaders,
non-police advisers, consultants. Some of them are
professionals, some of them are from the academic
field.
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Their mission, the charter of the JPC CAB, basi-
cally, they will give advice on JPC matters, all sorts
of youth-related issues, and also they will oversee
the management of the subcommittees under the
JPC CAB, looking into something like apart from
the financial situations, also the publicities, activi-

ties, etc.
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Also the JPC itself, because we do organize activ-
ities and training to some JPC members aged from
6 to 25, through all these activities, we wish to nur-
ture fight-crime future leaders, and also we wish to
instill positive values to these members. So these
are basically the gist of the operation mode of the
JPC. Recently a group of JPC members had a
chance to meet with the Deputy Director, Chen
Dong, and Mr. Chen said that he hoped that after
the epidemic, the Liaison Office will be able to initi-
ate activities to allow the JPC members to learn
more about the country and the national achieve-
ments.
