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ZE# : How do you think about the current inno-
vation environment in HK? And how do you think
that the government can improve this environment?
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2ZE : The government actually have been in
the past four or five years, putting a lot of resourc-
es into innovation and technology, and that has def-
initely generated results and outcomes like what
you have just mentioned, in terms of the increase
in the number of tech entreprencurs, and also oth-
er related results in terms of research and so on.
These are things that we would like to see continue
to happen, so that there is a very strong environ-
ment to encourage people to continue their devel-
opment work.
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And with the larger base of startup companies
there, they need a continuous support so that they
can then scale up, and then become unicorn and
then become listed, and generate even more high
impact on the economy and so on.
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E # : So just now you have said about how

those financial services or fintech companies, how
do they generate their move from their ideas to the
application and make it to real things? And how
does Cyberport help them? And what services do
you offer for these small companies or these new
companies in order to turn their ideas into ap-
plications? What Cyberport has done be-
sides the program that we mentioned sup-
ported by the Financial Services and the

Treasury Bureau?
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=& © We have quite a number of these initia-
tives, and it's also something that surrounds on the
three focus that I just mentioned. Take fintech for
example, there are programs, again, supported by
government, that we worked on to create (jobs), to
help develop talents. So we create jobs that the gov-
ernment subsidize to encourage the fintech compa-
nies to hire new staff, so that more HK students or
graduates or people from the traditional financial
services industry can then join these tech compa-
nies to understand and experience what exactly fin-
techs are.
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FE# : Just now you have mentioned about tal-

ent cultivation, and I can see that you are very
committed to nurturing talents. And once you have
said that you provide service on advising people
who are committed to entrepreneurship and innova-
tion, and help them to apply for tax reduction and
financial support.
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So how are we doing at talent attraction at the
local level and on the international level? And how
are they doing and are there any startups in HK
that attract you a lot?
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35 : We do at Cyberport in terms of talent cul-
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tivation. This gives me a chance to elaborate a lit-
tle bit more on what we do. Like what you said,
it's to provide a lot of advice and also a lot of expo-
sure for them to understand better what's happen-
ing in their area of focus, through a number of dif-
ferent programs now.
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We have set up a series of what we call "Cyber-
port networks", including Cyberport enterprise net-
work, Cyberport investor network, Cyberport tech-
nology service network, and also Cyberport profes-
sional service network. How these actually work in
short is to help them to match with traditional com-
panies to generate business. So these are the things
that we do.
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
