E # : You have been studying in Australia in
the 80s, and after the handover, and after the Na-
tional Security Law has been enacted, how do you
see the difference between on the education sys-
tem, especially after we have enacted the National
Security Law?
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E=E : 1 think if we talk about education now,
the education system in HK should actually be
more rooted in Chinese culture. In that sense, |
think we should help our students to perhaps appre-
ciate more about the culture, the language, and the
history of China. I think that is important for them
to have this sense of pride for their own national
culture.
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HK is a very international city, we played a very
important role as what they call the "super connec-
tor". And for us to be able to explain to the West
our Chinese way of thinking, we have to have this
understanding of our own culture, of our own histo-
ry. We have to have this sense of pride for who we
are. So I think that is important for HK education
system here to be more rooted in the Chinese cul-

ture
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£+ : How do you compare the education sys-
tem between HK and other countries? What is our
strength in HK?
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EE  Actually, HK's education sys-
tem has a lot of strengths. As I said be-

fore, because HK is an international city,

one of the strengths of our education sys-
tem lies in the fact that we provide very good
training for our young people, so they can actually
navigate very comfortably in two different cultures.
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We provide good training in languages, in Eng-
lish and in Putonghua, and HK is a very bilingual
City, government officials of course are expected to
make announcements or answer questions in Eng-
lish, in Cantonese and increasingly in Putonghua,
and so because of this kind of training that we pro-
vide for our students, HK students in many ways
are actually more competitive than our counter-

parts, perhaps in mainland China and also in the

West, because we can actually navigate in
two different cultures, and we understand
the differences in and the way people think.
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Secondly, I think HK as an international city
has its own strength. In the sense that schools in
HK provide a lot of opportunities for HK students,
to have a more global perspective through a lot of

tional city, students should have this global perspec-

tive.
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And last of all, something that we must empha-
size is that HK has a very strong and brilliant uni-
versity system or tertiary system. Many of our uni-
versities have very high ranking in the world, and
given the fact that HK is such a small place with
only 7 million people, that I think is an amazing
achievement, and I think HK people should be
very proud of.
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
